In
fact, Melody’s the smartest person in her whole school but no
one knows. Not being able to communicate really aggravates
Melody. For instance, when Melody’s goldfish jumps out of it’s
bowl, she can’t move to put it back, and the goldfish dies.
Melody does not want to be known as just the girl with
cerebral palsy. The book captures her struggles.
